FINANCE UPDATE - JULY 2022 

 Although the COVID-19 pandemic has not gone away, we continue to move out of it, and it 
is good to see our church life continuing to develop and grow.  Since our last article in May, 
we have received donations from ACTS and the Snowdrop Cafe, as well as money from hall 
lets, funerals and Doreen's card sales. 
 

The Fundraising Committee has started planning some activities, and we hope that 
members and friends will be able to enjoy these events later this year and support the church's finances at 
the same time. 
 

The retiring collection following the June communion service was for the overseas missions which we 
support in Zimbabwe and Bangladesh. So far this year we have collected a total of £177.57 for these 
mission projects. 
 

As a reminder, in Zimbabwe we support Vicky Graham's work providing free medical care to the Tonga 
people, who live in impoverished conditions with little access to health facilities. This project is overseen by 
the charity Operation Mobilisation. 
 

 The Christian Service Society is the charity which we support in Bangladesh.  In particular our donations go 
towards their work supporting children from disadvantaged backgrounds. The "Community Based 
Education Support Program" is organised in the belief that education is the most effective tool to tackle 
poverty, and it provides children with access to necessary supplies such as books, pens, pencils, nutritious 
food, clothing/uniforms, and medical care. 
 

Thank you to everyone who gives to the church in any way, be it your time, your talents or your money.  
Your gifts help to spread the good news here in Polmont, across Scotland, and around the world.
